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{Headphones (male voice)} ... Damn Shit! ... I must go to
the emergency with Zhorack...

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( ! )

- Karl? Are you still there? ...Damn it! Karl! ...Answer! - Huh!?
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- Painful, isn't it? Do you remember me?

-- Your hands! On the wheel, please! -- You? Fucking Bitch! 

-- Aaaaah! - This wasn't what I wanted to know! You better let me ask
a question before opening your dirty mouth!
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-- Where is he? Your ignoble captain! Where is Luxor
Slonk?

-- Do you really think I will tell you anything? Dirty bitch!
- Oh! I'm pretty sure. Do you know why?

- Hmmph! Aaaarrrg!

-- ...Because you still have nine other fingers before
anything else!

- Where... is... Slonk?!
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- Alright! - No, stop! ... Bashora. -- What?
- Bashora. He's in charge at
Bashora.

-- You lie!
- No, wait! I can prove it!

- In my pocket. I have my recall letter to his service, that I
received yesterday morning.

- So that's how you learned about Bashora...
-- No, I knew about Bashora before this. There was a lot of rumors about what was happening there.
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-- He has been lucky to have this paper on him!
- You can see this like that.

- What happened to him after that? I dare to believe that
you haven't abandoned him in the desert.
-- Hmm! Well...

...He was dead before I left. ...Result of the collision... Probably.

- He deserved to die, believe me, like Slonk and the
others.

-- Let's talk about something happier, would you?
- Yeah! I agree.

-- Roland! What are you doing here? You forgot
something?

- Uh... No. I have lost my... But? You! What are you doing
here?
-- Uh... Aren't you supposed to work today?

- What is...
-- No, wait!
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(( ! ))

- So I decided to take the job in Lawton. I moved the next day.

- What a slutty bitch! What have you
done with the two men?

- James, I must admit, the bed was very much
appreciated!

- I would hate to let a woman sleeping elsewhere than in
my bed... I kept you an egg. Please, sit down.

--- Thanks, James.
- The day promises to be sunny, it will be perfect for our
little expedition.

-- I'm curious to see what you want to show us.
- This is certainly the strangest thing I've ever seen in my
whole life...
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One hour later... - We're almost there.

--- So this thing you want to show us, did you say it was related to the death of your family?

- I don't think it could be a coincidence. It happened nine
years ago, early in the morning just before sunrise...

... The whole family was awakened by a sudden and
terrible detonation... The earth shook heavily, throwing to
the ground the content of our cupboards...
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... Panicked, we left the house hurriedly and went towards
the beach...

... There was a wide column of smoke rising above the
forest. So we decided to go see what it was...

... So I went there with my wife and my daughter. We were
worried and we preferred to stay together...

-- It's exactly there, behind this hill, that we discovered
where the smoke came from and what had caused the
detonation.

- Here, all the trees had been thrown down, and the ground completely turned upside down. Then...
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--- ...We came across this!

--- My goodness!
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- It's huge! - I never really understood how a building like this could
have happened here so suddenly. It is certainly not fallen
from the sky!

- The furrow dug by this thing might suggest that it could
have crashed like an airplane.
-- ?!

- All floors are vertically oriented. This thing is like lying on
its side.
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- This is not a building. I would say it's more a spaceship,
or at least, what's left of it.

- A spaceship? This thing could never fly!

--- That's the reason why it crashed to the ground.
-- ?

-- You mean it would have been designed only to stay in
orbit?
- This is at least a possibility.

--- You see this rounded section? It looks like the floor is opposed to the central axis. It's not in the same direction as the
other floors of the rest of the structure...
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- This would confirm my point. A spaceship with two
systems to keep a gravity effect: one for the orbit and one
for the ride.

-- That would be rather ingenious!
- Personally, I don't find this thing very brilliant.

--- And when you arrived on site, were there any
survivors?

- There was absolutely no one, not even dead...

- We ran away before they could see us. --- But I came back alone a bit later to see what they were
doing. There were many people, working all around with
different kinds of machines and wearing funny suits...
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- ... They were mainly busy to build this huge concrete block where there was the luminous fluid puddle.

--- Oh my god! That symbol!
- James, is that your wife and your daughter went close to
that fluid?

- Yes, it was them who had shown me it. When I came
back home that night, I found them both in a sorry state.
They have been sick for two days, then they recovered.

-- ...And their condition got bad again several weeks later,
isn't it?
- Precisely... How can you know that? I don't think I told
you about this before!

- The irradiation, they were exposed to radiation.
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-- I'm afraid that by getting too close, they condemned
themselves.

- So you remained hidden from those men who came
here, did you?
-- Of course, I didn't want they discover our house!

- Nevertheless... Only these men had maybe a chance to
save your wife and your daughter. And still at that... This is
unfortunate. 

-- How could I have known that?
- You couldn't, James... You couldn't.

- I think we better to not stay here. I detect nothing, they seem to have contained the contamination problem, but I would
rather not take chances with that. Let's get out of here...
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During this time...

Sir, we have a detection report for an anomaly south of the
40th parallel!

- What is it?

- Three humanoid presences, for an average of one for the
last five years.

--- That's interesting! Where is it?

- At six kems from the coast, 36.807 degrees north. The
detection came from the Erezel's wreck area, from the
contamination containment structure.

--- I didn't realize until today that this
wreck could belong to them!
- Uh...

-- I don't know if it's really safe to live so close to this
wreck.
- I don't think it is. We have no idea about what is hidden
under that concrete structure. Maybe it contaminates
groundwater.

-- James, have you ever considered leaving the area?
- To go where? To find what? I'm getting old... All I have is
here right now.
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- I see you've reused several elements from the
wreckage... These windows, among other things...

- Yes, it was a golden opportunity. Difficult to find glass in
the vicinity...

(( ?! ))
( ! )
((( !? )))

- Roland! Get down! -- "A probe..."
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- "It's a flying barrel. I haven't seen any for years."

-- "This thing must not see us here. They are after us since
we left Terkazy."
- "We just have to wait, it should go soon."

- "James, can you go outside and let it scan you? We'd
better satisfy its curiosity to accelerate its departure."

- "Are you crazy?! Who knows what this thing can do?"
-- "Trust me, this thing won't attack you. It just wants to
see what happen here."

-- "Awrrrsh! OK!"
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-- "Are you sure with this?"
- "Shut up!"

- Yah!!! Go away! - I told you to clear off, stupid barrel!
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- And don't come back, dirty flying trashcan!

-- It's gone! - Roland, we must leave!

- Now?
-- It hasn't seen you, ma'am. I think you're safe now.

- You don't understand, this thing has extremely
sophisticated sensors. It is out of the question to allow
them know one more second where we are! Roland, take
your belongings, we're leaving now!
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- Ok! In that case, let's go... But do you really think we can
outrun them without being detected?

-- James, do you know somewhere we can hide? ...I don't
know, something that is not a building... 

- Uh... Well... There is a small cave about two miles north
of here. It's very small for two, but you wouldn't be
exposed. But take care, in winter, it's a snakes place.

-- Two miles? Roland, can you convert this in kems?
Those old miles don't fit the dallusian ones.
- Yes, that's about three kems.

-- This cave, is it easy to find?
- If you follow the trail, northwest direction, you can't miss it.
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-- James, if someone comes here to find us, tell them
we're headed southwest, to return in Dalsa.

- They won't set foot in here! This, I can guarantee you!

--- Roland! Let's go.
-- Thanks for everything, James. Take care.

-- Goodbye James. And please, stay away from this
wreck, it's not good for you.

- Good luck ma'am!
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Meanwhile... - Epron 210 sends us its report, sir!
-- Oh?

- Three people were detected in a wooden building near the shore. One of them has been identified as corresponding to the
recording 2364463992. The two others have been detected inside the building, but the probe has not been able to get more
data.

-- So this matches the detection report from the Erezel's
wreck area. What do we have about the identified one?

- Male human being, he appears in 46 detection reports in
the Erezel sector. We find him also in six probe
observations, all in the same area for the last eight years.
Each time alone, his status has been set to: "Negligible
impact".
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--- Okay... So this is an isolated permanent resident we
tolerate in the wilderness area.

- There was no detection system in that sector before the
crash. It was installed to secure the Erezel's containment
structure, eight years ago.
-- It makes sense.

- So we have maybe there, two persons hiding from the
probe, in the house of an isolated resident. This is maybe
what we were waiting for.

- {Screen} Yes?
-- Oclan, I just sent you a detection report. It's not a direct
observation, but I think he could be our fugitives.
- Let me check...

-- I see... Finally, we have maybe something! Please, Tee, come here.
- I'm coming!

- It broke into several sections on impact with the ocean.
The prow went crashing to the continent.

-- I see... I will ask him if he's comfortable with that. But between us, Tee, I really don't see who else I can send to approach
Erydak.
- Indeed, This is rather delicate.
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- Mister Tremble! How are you today? -- Not bad, Commissioner. Still no sign of our fugitives. We
plan to return to Jijuterk tomorrow.

--- We have maybe a positive detection report concerning
them.
- Maybe?

- Yes, there is no direct observation, but we have good
reason to believe that it could be them. I just sent you the
report.

- All right, we will go see what happens there.

- Hey, Boss! Will you remove the lock? 

- Yes, that's what I was to do... Lauti,
where's my headset?
-- I think it's on your bed!

- I think we should find another spot
to hide the system lock. We
overused this one!

{Lauti voice} I agree, this one is too
easy to find... The system is on,
Boss. We can go!
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-- May I know what was the thing about the Erezel?
- You've never heard about the Erezel's crash?

-- Yes, but I don't know the details of this, I was only
thirteen!

-- And what does the Erezel have to
do with you?
- Lauti, do we really need to talk
about this during the takeoff
procedures?

- Of course not, Boss! But you know,
I'll ask you again. ;-)
-- Yes, it's so you!
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Two miles later...

- There! That must be the cave that James was talking
about.
-- Osh! It seems to be indeed very small!

- I'm going to inspect it... Stay here.

( Why the hell does she want absolutely that we hide in
this hole? It would be better to walk away while we still
have time! )

-- All clear! Come in!
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- It's a bit disgusting, but if this can prevent us to be
detected... 

-- Oh! Sorry! ...I am happy to see that it's not deeper than
that, I think I'm a bit claustrophobic!
- Hey! That was my foot! Clumsy!

-- Really sorry! Pfff! I know you don't
like it when I'm this close to you, and
I'm never good enough for you, but it
was your idea to hide in this rat hole!

- Naaa! It's just about your little
beard... When will you shave it?
-- What does it change for you?

- This is because I have to see it
every time I look in your direction!
-- OK! I'm very sorry to be what I am!
...Are we done now?!

(( Why I follow this woman? ...No, but... Seriously!... ))
- It's a snake hole, by the way!
-- !?
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- It was a mistake to go see that wreck ... The
contamination container had certainly a monitoring
system. This is why the probe came directly on us
immediately after our visit there.

-- At least the drone didn't see us.
- Are you sure of this? They have very accurate sensors.

- Maybe... Let's say it would have detected two persons.
What will it change? We're not even sure if they're really
looking for us!

- I prefer to not take the chance, we couldn't get out of
their coverage area just in time by walking. We'd better
stay hidden for now.

-- Ok, let's talk about this... You don't trust the Jijuterks, but we are heading directly to them. What do you hope to find
there?

You plan to make
me walk in the forest at night!?
- Well, let's say more at dawn. ;-)
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150 miles away...

-- So, Boss! Now that our route is set, why don't you tell
me about the Erezel?
- Is this really necessary?

- Yes, I'm your preferred pilot and you know everything
about my life. But me, I know practically nothing of yours!

- Of course... If I know everything about you, this is
because you don't even have all your teeth yet!
-- What!? Hey! Boss! I'm no longer a child... Come one! 

- Ok! Ok! ...That was before I worked for the Jijuterk
government, I was supervisor on the Hultares intricator
station...
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...My team has been relieved after our three months of
work there. So we were returning to Earth on board of the
Erezel, the too famous planetary cruiser...

...When we arrived in Earth's orbital zone, there was a
reception on the lower deck. They often organized such an
event before the orbit approach procedures. Most of my
men were at this reception, including most of the Erezel's
officers...

...The cruiser was doing trajectory adjustments for a stable
entrance on its final orbit, when on a nearby orbit, a shuttle
had a malfunction on one of its auxiliary engines.

Please, turn on your
microphone so I can hear.

- It's on now. I'm in front of the house, nobody in sight for
now.

- Is there anyone here?! ... I just
want to...

- Hummf! -- Oh! Shit!
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{Lauti's voice} Boss? What happened? ...What was that
noise?

-- Lauti, lock the aircraft.
{Lauti's voice} What?!
-- I said, lock the aircraft!

- Hmmm... Ouch! ( What a welcome! ...Really! ) -- Please, show yourself! I'm here to talk, not to fight!
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-- Lauti, prepare the first-aid kit.
{Lauti's voice} Boss?! Are you OK?

- I'm gonna go inside! I just want to talk!

- I just want to talk... Is anyone in
there?

- Lauti?...
{Lauti's voice} Rats! Boss! Are you
OK?

- Could be worse... The place is
secure, come here with the first-aid
kit.
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A few minutes later...

- It's rather deep, but it hardly bleeds. You were lucky.
-- It seems that he didn't like my face.

- How long before he wakes up?
-- The dart worked fine, the anesthetic's effects should still
last at least fifteen minutes.

- That's it, Boss! That should hold
until we get to the hospital.

-- Yeah, but this will have to wait.
- Uh?! Not really! ..."Well!"...

- Please, keep an eye on him.
-- Of course.
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( Three glasses... For three people... Which is consistent
with the report of the probe. But where are gone the two
others? )

( ...There is no basement, they can't still be here... )

( Hmm! Someone lay on this bed, over the blanket... And
yet, the bedsheets were well folded... )

( My goodness! I wouldn't want to live my old age with
such a bad bed... )
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( This is rather interesting! ...A long black hair! ) ( This is already a start. But where did they go? They have
certainly left traces...)
{Lauti's voice} Boss! Come here, he's waking up!

- Sir, can you hear me? -- Hmmm! ...What happened? 

--- Why did you attack me? ...Do you live here?
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-- I don't remember... But what am I doing here?!
- You have received an anesthetic dart.

-- I... I... Hurrgg! Hummg!
- Are you okay?

- Something's wrong!
--- Oh! He's convulsing!

-- Hurrrg!
--- Boss! Give me a hand!

- It stopped.
--- He's unresponsive.
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--- Is he dead?
- He lost consciousness.

- Yuck! He smells alcohol! Is he drunk?

- It's very likely, there is an empty bottle of kwiza on the
table.

- Boss, we must get him to the hospital immediately,
otherwise he might die. Alcohol and anesthetic, it's not
really a good mix.

- Damn it! This is not my day! ...Give me a hand to move him to the aircraft...
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Meanwhile...

- So, what was that noise?

- An aircraft, it's landed on the beach, right in front of the
James's house.
-- Really! Did you see someone?

- Yes, I saw at least two persons stepping out of it.
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-- What were they doing?
- I couldn't see the house from here. I only saw them
crossing the beach.

-- Did you see any drones around?
- No, not any probe.

- I'm not sure we're safe here anymore. Humans are not probes, if they follow the trail, they will certainly find this cave. 

- Do you think it would be better to leave now? - Well, if we leave now, we could avoid the probes. But if
those people follow our tracks, they will be only a few
kems behind us.
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-- Did they have dogs with them?
- Dogs?

-- Yes, dogs. You know, those pets
that can follow anything just by its
smell.
- Uh... No, there was no "doigz"!

-- So I say: let's take the risk! We
have a good three weeks of walk
training behind us, and they probably
won't have our velocity.
- Of course not... They only have an
aircraft!

- As we will have no choice but to
walk away from the coast and join
the forest, it would be relatively easy
to hide from an aircraft.

- ...And we can walk at night.
-- Speak for yourself!

- Ah! Yes... I'll just have to pull on your ugly little beard for
steering you... For once it will be useful for something!
-- Yes, of course! Very funny!
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-- Ok! In that case, let's get out of
here now.
- Ok! Yes!

- I began to stiffen up! - Ah, fresh air at last... ( !? )
(( !? ))

-- Take cover!
( !?! )

- Damn! Do you think they saw us?
-- I don't think so... Let's not stay here!

-- This way!
- Uh...
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-- What?! - Well, I hope that everything is okay for James.

- (Sigh) Yes, I was just thinking about him, perhaps it might be useful to know what they told him.
-- Maybe we'd better go check before leaving, don't you think?

- Okay! But we won't stay more than ten minutes, just the
time to check with him.
-- That's fine with me.

-- Let's leave our belongings here and let's go...
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A few minutes later... -- James?! Are you there?

- He's not inside... ( ?! ) ...What is it?
-- Blood.

- Oh my god! There is blood
everywhere!

-- Now Roland, do you still have
doubts about the intentions of those
who are running after us?

- No, now I'm rather confused about this! Look! An arrow from the James's bow... Full of blood!
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Meanwhile, in the air...

-- His blood pressure seems to be normal, he breathes
normally, but he's still unconscious.
- Can you take the controls?

-- Sure, Boss. How do you feel?
- I've had better days. Now it really hurts.

- Why don't you take some rest and keep an eye on him?
-- I must first contact Tee Maguire.

{Screen} Hi Mr. Tremble. What is the situation over there?
-- We had a problem with the owner of the place.
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-- Really?
{Screen} We're heading to Jijuterk. Can you, please, send
an emergency medical team to our landing platform?

- Are you wounded?
-- Yes, but this is not for me, we have a man in a coma.

- Okay, I send a team immediately. 

-- Did you see anyone else over there?
- No, but if you could send a probe to cover the area, I
have good reason to believe that they might be still
around.

- I'm sending a probe right now.
-- All right, I contact you again at our arrival.
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- There are some blood drops over here too...
-- I saw, but there's no sign of struggle.

-- Except for the bow on the table, nothing has moved. - He finished off the kwiza!
-- Ah! Come on, alcoholic freak! Are you going to cry
because he drank all the kwiza?

- Hmm! This is not what I meant! But there was still more
than half of the bottle when we left!
-- Do you mean he would have drunk it all?

- I don't know what happened to him, but he was certainly
not sober. Unless, of course, if they drank with him...
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-- We have to leave anyway...
- I don't like this, he might be in
trouble somewhere around here.

-- Roland, we can't stay here any
longer... Oh?!

- What's that? It looks like a saw.
-- Yes, a heavy-duty electric saw,
probably stolen. Certainly very useful
to build a house.

- But this! It's much more interesting.
-- Energy packs?
- Yes, and they are fully charged! 

- You don't plan that we take this with us, do you? We
already have four like these!

- No, this is not about taking that with us, but that gives me an idea...
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Later in Jijuterk...

- ...The humeral head took all the pressure. Fortunately,
there is no serious damage to the tendon, which would
have required immobilizing your arm.

- Well, I'm done. I injected you an anti-inflammatory
medication. Just take it easy with your arm for a time.
-- Thank you, Doc!

- So, Boss?
-- Nothing serious. They won't have to cut my arm.

-- So you will have to let me take care of you!
- Are you trying to wear me down, Lauti?
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-- Reim, are you all right?
--- Yes, I am. Just an arrow in the
shoulder, but nothing serious.

- Just that! ...Do you have any idea
about the man who attacked you?
--- No, he didn't really give me any
chance to talk with him. His first
move was to shoot.

-- He didn't leave me any other
choice than to respond by an
anesthetic shot.
- We were told that he was in a
coma. Is it true?

--- Yes, we did the necessary to reanimate him. He recovered for maybe one minute before losing consciousness. We
thought that it was caused by a bad mix with the kwiza he had drunk before our arrival, but the doctor told us that it was an
allergic reaction to the anesthetic. According to him, the presence of alcohol in his blood would have saved him.

- Will he survive?
--- He's out of danger now. But no one knows when he will
wake up.

- Have you seen someone else?
--- No, but there was evidence of the presence of the two
other people.
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- Evidence?
-- Hmm, few things... Three glasses
near a bottle of kwiza on the table...

--- Oh! And this! Found on the bed.
-- What is it?

- A hair?
--- Yes, a long black hair. It clearly
doesn't come from our man. So it
could be hers.

- I will have them analyzed. With the genome, maybe we will find out if it's realistic to believe that it could be her.
-- Do you think she could still be in a searchable perimeter? 

- Yes, that's why I requested to send a probe. It's too late
today to go back in there. My plan is to leave at dawn to
be there at sunrise.

- We have redirected a Dragon class probe from Terkazy,
it will be on-site before dark. We'll contact you if we detect
something.
--- Thank you ... Now, if you don't mind, I'll get some
rest...
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At the same time...

- Come on! Give it a little more energy! We were supposed
to stay only ten minutes and we lost thirty!
-- I do as fast as I can!

- By the way, it's because of you if we stayed so long!
Seriously, do you really think that what you did will fool
someone?
-- Probably not. But me, at least, I will have tried
something!

- Oh! This, it's too...
-- Come on, lazy boy! Stop talking and let's go!

- Awsh! ( Once again... So "nice" to me! )
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-- We'll follow the trail one or two kems again, then we will
go northwest, through the forest.
- This will slow us down.

-- Yes, especially if you continue to take your time! ...We
can't stay along the shore, that's the first place they will
check.
( Sigh! )

-- Ah! Stop it!
- Stop what?

- To look at me with that disconcerted expression!

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One hour later...

- I just got the results of the genetic analysis of the hair
found by Reim.
-- Do we have a positive match?

- This is indeed a woman. The genome is from a far
western lineage.

-- He would be the same guy?

-- No, he doesn't match to what the probe recorded in
Terkazy.
- Interesting! Two men from the same period! I hope he
will recover quickly.

--- Chief! We have another detection
report: life form with an
electromagnetic source. This is
moving fast under the trees.
- Do we have a direct observation?

-- OK! ...That's enough! ...That's fucking enough!!
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- Can you tell me what's your damn problem with me, Alezia? Because according you, I seem to be the worst thing in the
galaxy!

- You're paranoid! - Yeah! So this is me, again! I'm paranoid now! 

- Of course, because you, you're the perfection! You're
always in full control of yourself!

- I'm done with this... I'm fucking done with this now! 
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- Look! Here is your tent!... And here
is your damn gun!
((sigh!))

- ...And have a nice trip with yourself!
Good luck!

- Oh! Great!... Come on, do it! ...You want me dead, so do
it fast!

-- What?! I could have died and you
consider this as a good news!

This is a good news
because, now, it will be settled for
doing it again. ;-)

- So it was just a manipulation of
yours to prevent me from leaving.

-- I tried once when I was in college.
- I see. Don't expect to have too
much hallucination, I chose it for its
property to induce heavy slumbers.

-- Really? This is not a hallucinogen?
- Only in a subtle way.
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Fifteen minutes later...

-- Alezia, are you sleeping?
- Hmm? No... I don't think so...

-- That friend of yours...
- Friend? ...What friend? ...I don't have any friends...

-- (( ?! )) Yeah, you know, the one you said to have been
killed by Slonk...
- Ah! ...Ima ...Yes, she was my friend... 

-- Do you remember the morning of that day when it
happened?
- ( ! ) Of course I remember, why are you asking?
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-- What did you do that morning?
- Uh... Well... I was with her in her new apartment.

-- Please, tell me what you did that morning.
- Hmm... We got up late...

... I had helped her to move into a new apartment, I was staying to prevent a relapse. The last weeks had been particularly
difficult, she was completing a withdrawal from heroin...

-- Holy shit! How such a thing can exist! ...And the others,
what were they doing?
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- Well... The two others had raped Ima before Doryne...
They left right after...

- Slonk was still there, watching...
-- Weren't you talking about six men?

- Yeah... That's right... There were three others... Where were they?
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- Aaaaaaahhhh!
(( !? ))

- Go away!

- Aaarrrshh! GO AWAY! - GO!...
-- But...
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-- ...AWAY!!!!!
( Oh shit! )

- Ouch! ( ...She wants me dead now... )

( Shit! Shit! Shit! Shit!!!! )

( Damn! Looks like I woke the
dragon... It's no use to run, if she
wants me dead, she can find me in a
few minutes in the darkness... )

( I'm really stupid. It was really a bad
idea. But what the hell I hoped to
achieve by doing that? Open her old
wounds? Nice work champ! )

( Now I understand why she has
nightmares every night... Oh, I think
I'll be sick... )
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( Oh my god! That's her... Oh shit!... )

-- Oh! { swallowing } - Come!

- Sit down! (( ...You can be sure this is the last time I smoke. ))
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In the morning...

( Ouch! My back... Alezia is already up? Where did she
go? )

( Two hares! She went hunting! )

( Ow! I still feel woozy... But where is she? ) (( There she is! ))
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-- Ahem!... Hi!... I just saw the two hares, so you really
went hunting?
- Yes, it's what I did.

-- Uh... How do you feel this morning?
- I feel extraordinarily well!

-- Oh! No more fever?
- I feel as if someone has removed an arrow from my
back. And yes, the fever is gone.

- What about you?
-- Well, I've had better mornings. This stuff we smoked, I
think I still feel the effects.

- Yeah, it takes some time to dissipate.
-- And to conclude, I must have slept on a rock...
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-- Uh... About yesterday... I'm really sorry.
- You don't have to be sorry, Roland. 

- Actually, it's me who should apologize, for that nasty cut
on your face.
-- Oh! This is just a little scratch.

-- Can I ask you what happened?
- Well, How to explain?...

- Sometimes when a situation
becomes too extreme, the brain, to
protect itself from the trauma, may
decide to deliberately block some
memories out.
